7. Give examples of scaffolds.  Relate them to the zone of proximal development.

8. What is the purpose of “private speech?”

9. Compare the assumptions, as well as the implications, of the Lockean and Leibnitzian traditions.

10. Describe the Erickson stage for your age learner (elementary or secondary).

11. Describe some different learning preferences:

Right brained vs. left brained

Concrete Sequential vs. Abstract Sequential vs. Abstract Random vs. Concrete Random

12. How is SES determined?  What does “SES” stand for?

13. What is ethnicity & how is this related to SES, if at all?

14.  What are some gender differences according to your text and the handout from class?

15. How do teachers treat the genders differently (text & handout)?

16. What is intelligence?  Describe two ways that IQ scores are measured.

17. What do Sternberg and Gardner say about intelligence?
